Surface Preparation	For maximum performance, the recommended substrate should be blasted in accordance with SSPC-SP7.  If blast cleaning is not feasible, the substrate should be degreased in accordance with SSPC-SP1.  All burrs should be removed and sharp edges or rough weld seams should be ground down.  Full use should then be made of mechanical power tools, in conjunction with wire brushing and chipping to remove all loose rust and mill scale to a standard of cleanliness conforming to SP-2 or SP-3.   

Finish Coats	Suitable topcoats include alkyds, modified alkyds, and water-borne coatings.  Do not apply epoxies, vinyls, or other coatings containing strong solvents such as aromatics or ketones. Each service environment may require a specific coating system or combination of Anchor products.  Consult your Anchor representative for specific job recommendations.

Mixing	Stir thoroughly, making sure no pigment remains on the bottom of the can.

Thinning	Thinning is not needed for proper application.  This coating is VOC compliant and should not be thinned unless permitted by federal, state, and local regulations. For shop use only, thin with Anchor FR1131 or mineral spirits if necessary.

Surface Temperature	Minimum 40°F, Maximum 110°F - The surface should be dry and the relative humidity should be no greater than 85%.
